1. History of Daedeok-Gu

Year Chronicle of the Administrative District
Bronze Age [Mahan,
According to the historical research, our forefathers had inhabited "Hanbat" region
since the Neolithic age, which was a boundary district of Mahan at the Bronze Age.
Three Usul-gun, Baekje
Kingdoms [The Baekje Kingdom sets up its capital at Gongjoo and denominated our district "Usul-
Era(BC 3C) |gun", which was regarded as one of the most critical strategic areas.
Shilla Bipung—gun,
Dynasty  |Based on the reorganization of the districts by the order of King Munmu, the 30" King
(AD717)  |of Shilla Dynasty, our district was sub—-divided into Bipung—gun
Goryeo Gongju—mok, Gongju—gun

By the Presidential Decree of Article 11027, Yuseong—eup and all areas of
Hoedeok—myeon, three ris of Gujeuk—myeon(Munji, Jeonmin, part of Wonchon-ri
and Yongsan-ri), eight ris of Tandong—myeon (Sinseong, Gajeong, Doryong,
Jangdong, Naedong, Whaam, Deokjin, Hagye—ri), five ris of Jinjam—-myeon
(Gyochon, Daejeong, Yonggye, Haka—ri, Neadong), three ris of Giseong—myeon
(Gasuwon, Doan, Gwanjeo—ri) were incorporated into Daejeon city.

According to the Law of Article 4049, Daedeok—gu was established as a self—
governing office with eight administrative dongs and incorporated into Daejeon
city, which covered the area of Daedeok—gu except Namseo-ri of Jinjam—myeon
and the four dongs of Sintanjin area and four dongs of Dong—gu.

Division of Jungni—dong, As Hoedeok—-2—-dong was divided into Hoedeok—-2-dong
and Jungni—dong, Daedeok—gu had nine administrative dongs according to
Daedeok—gu's Act No.107.

Division of Beop—dong, According to Daedeok—gu's Act of No.171, Jungni—-dong
was divided into Jungni—dong and Beop—dong resulting in ten administrative
dongs for Daedeok—gu.

Reallocation of administrative boundary, According to Daedeok—-gu's Acts of
No0.268, a part of Gayang—dong of Dong—gu was incorporated into Birae—dong of
Daedeok—gu and a part of Junmin—dong, Toprip—dong, Bongsan—-dong of
Yuseong—gu was incorporated into Sindae—dong, Wa—-dong, and Munpyeong-—
dong of Daedeok—gu.

Renaming of Daedeok—gu, According to the Law of Article 4789 the revision of
the Law of local self-government, Daedeok—gu was renamed Daedeok—gu of
Daejeon Metropolitan city.

Division of Beop—2-dong, According to Daedeok—gu's Act of No.296, Beop—
dong was divided into Beop—1- dong and Beop—2-dong, resulting in eleven
administrative dongs for Daedeok—gu.

According to the Ordinance of Article 271 and 372 of Daedeok—gu, Seokbong—
Dong within the jurisdiction of the Sintanjin—-dong Office was renamed Sintajin—

According to the Presidential decree of Article 16503 which was proclaimed on
August 6th in 1999, a part of Yongjeon—-dong of Dong—gu was incoporated into
Junani—-dona of Daedeok—au.

According to the Ordinance of Article 469 of Daedeok—gu which was proclaimed
on December 31 of 1999, a part of Jungni—dong was incorporated into Ojeong—
dong.

According to the Ordinance of Article 574 of Daejeon Metropolitan City which was
proclaimed on January 16th in 2003, Hoedeok—1-dong is renamed as Hoedeok—
dong and Hoedeok—2-dong is divided into Songchon—dong and Birae—dong.
There are 12 administrative dongs and 26 law regulated dongs in Daedeok—gu.

Reallocation of administrative boundary, According to the Ordiance of Article
662,663 of Daedeok—gu which was proclaimed on September 29th in 2005, a part
of Birae—dong was incorporated into Songchon—-dong and a part of Songchon—
dong was incorporated into Birae—dong.

Daedeok—Gu is located at the northeast area of Daejeon Metropolitan City and shares the boundary
with Chungcheongbuk—do in the north and east, Dong—gu and Jung—gu in the south, and Seo—gu
in the west. Daedeok—gu is the center of the traffic network where the Gyeongbu (Seoul-Busan)
Expressway and railroad and those of Honam(Daejeon—Suncheon) are passing through and
Daejeon IC and Shintanjin IC are located at this place. Gyejoksan(Mt.) is located in the center of
Daedeok-gu and Deacheongho(Lake) in the east.
