Daejeon—eup
was upgraded to "Bu", a bigger administrative district than "Eup”, and Daejeon —
au was abolished and the remainina areas were renamed "Daedeok—aun".

According to the Law of Article 32, a local self-government system was
enforced. Daejeon Bu was renamed Daejeon City, and Daedeok—gun became
one of 14 guns of Daejeon city
