According to the Presidential decree of Article 16503 which was proclaimed on
August 6th in 1999, a part of Yongjeon—dong of Dong—gu was incoporated into
Junani—-dona of Daedeok—au.

December 31 of 1999, a part of Jungni—dong was incorporated into Ojeong—dong.

According to the Ordinance of Article 574 of Daejeon Metropolitan City which was
proclaimed on January 16th in 2003, Hoedeok—1-dong is renamed as Hoedeok—
dong and Hoedeok—2-dong is divided into Songchon—dong and Birae—dong.
