The Baekje Kingdom sets up its capital at Gongjoo and denominated our district

Based on the reorganization of the districts by the order of King Munmu, the 30th
King of Shilla Dynasty, our district was sub—divided into Bipung—gun

Establishment of Daejeon—gun

With the implementation of the 111th order of the Japanese Governor, Daejeon—gun
annexed Hoedeok—gun, Jinjam—gun, and Hyeonnae—myeon of Gongju—gun, the
county office at Hoedeok—eup was moved to Daejeon(present Won—dong)

Establishment of Daedeok—gun

According to the 112th order of the Japanese Governor in 1932, the Capital of
Chungcheongnam—do was dislocated from Gongju to Daejeon, Daejeon—eup was
upgraded to "Bu", a bigger administrative district than "Eup"’, and Daejeon — gu was
abolished and the remaining areas were renamed 'Daedeok—gun"

According to the Law of Article 32, a local self—government system was enforced.
Daejeon Bu was renamed Daejeon City, and Daedeok—gun became one of 14 guns of
Daejeon city

According to the Law of Article 1175, Yucheon—gun, three ris of
Hoedeok—gun(Daehwa—ri, Ojeong—ri, and Yongjeon—ri), four ris of
Sannae—myeon(Okgye—ri, Samjeong—ri, Hodong—ri, Gao—ri) were incorporated into
Daejeon city

Shintanjin—eup and Yuseong—eup were upgraded, and Buk—myeon and
Yuseong—myeon were upgraded to eups
