Bronze Age Mahan,
According to the historical research, our forefather had inhabited "Hanbat" region since the
days of Neolithic, which was a boundary district of Mahan at the Bronze Age.
Three Kingdoms | Woosool Goon, BackJe
Era(BC 3C) Backle set up its capital at Gongjoo and denominated our district "Woosool Goon", which
was regarded as one of the most critical strategic areas.
Shilla Dynasty | Beepoong Goon,
(AD717) According to reorganization of districts by the order of King Moonmoo, the 30th King of
Shilla Dynasty, our district was under Beepoong Goon
Goryo Dynasty | Gongjoo Mok, Gongioo Goon,
(1017) Our district was a part of Gongjoo Goon by the order of king Hyunjong, the 9th king of
Goryo Dynasty
Lee Dynasty Hoedeok Goon,
(1413) With the introduction of the eight province system by the 13th year of king Daejeon of Lee
Dynasty, our district was renamed "Hoedeok Goon" and "Chinjam Goon"("Hanbat" as alias)
1914. 3. 1 Establishment of Daejeon Goon,
As the 111t Order of Japanese Governor, "Daejeon Goon" annexing Hoedeok Goon,
Chinjam Goon, and Hyunnae Myun of Gongjoo Goon, was established and the County office
at Hoedeok Eup was moved to Daejeon(present, Won Dong)
1935.10.1 Establishment of Daedeok-Gun,

According to the 112t Order of Japanese Governor, the capital of Choongchungnam-Do is
located at Daejeon from Gongjoo on 1932. Daejeon Eup was upgraded to "Boo", bigger
administrative district than Eup, and Daejeon Goon is abolished and the remaining area were

renamed "Daedeok-Gun"

According to the Law of Article 32, local self-government system was enforced.
Daejeon Boo was renamed Daejeon City, and Daedeok-Gun became one of 14 Goons of

Daejeon city

According to the Law of Article 1175, YooChun Goon, three Rees of Hoedeok
Goon(Daechwa Ree, Ojeong Ree, and Yongjeon Ree), four Rees of Sannae Myun(Okgye

Ree, Samjung Ree, Hodong Ree, Gae Ree) were incorporated in Daejeon city

Shintanjin Eup and Yousung Eup were upgraded, and Book Myun and Yuseong Myun

were upgraede to Eup

By the Presidential Decree of Article 11027, Yuseong Eup all area of Hoedeok Myun,
three Rees of Goozook Myun, eight Rees of, five Rees of Chinjam Myun, three Rees of
Keesung Myun were incorporated into Daejeon city.

Three Rees of Goozook Myun: Moonjee, Jeomin, part of Wonchon Ree and Yongsan
Ree

Eight Rees of Tandong Myun: Shinsung, Gajung, Doryong, Jangdong, Naedong,
Whaam, Dukjin, Hagyeree

Five Rees of Chinjam Myun: Gyonchon, Daejung, Yonggye, Hakharee, Neadong Three

Rees of Keesung Myun: Gasoowon, Doan, Kwanjeree

According to the Presidential Decree of Article 12007, Kyesan Ree of Chinjam Myun

was incouporated into Daejeon city

According to the Law of Aricle 4049, Daedeok-Gu was established as self-governing
office with eight administrative dongs and incorporated into Daejeon city, which
covered the area of Daedeok-Gu excluding Namseo Ree of Chinjam Myun and four

dongs of sintanjin area and four dongs of Dong Gu.

Division of Jungni dong
As Hoedeok 2 dong was divided into Hoedeok 2 dong and Jungni dong, Daedeok-Gu

had nine administrative dongs according to Daedeok-Gu's Act of No.107.

Division of Beop dong
According to Daedeok-Gu's Act of No.171, Jungni dong was divided into Jungni dong

and Beop dong, and Daedeok-Gu had ten administrative dongs.

Reallocation of administrative boundary

According to Daedeok-Gu's Acts of no.268, part of Gayang dong of Dong-Gu was
incorporated into Birae dong of Daedeok-Gu and part of Junmin Dong, Toprip dong,
Bongsan dong of Yuseong-Gu was incorporated Sindae dong, Wa dong, and

Munpyeong dong of Daedeok-Gu.

Rename of Daedeok-Gu
According to the Law of Article 4789, the revision of the Law of local self-government ,

Daedeok-Gu was renamed as Daedeok-Gu of Daejeon Metropolitan city.

Division of Beop 2 dong
According to Daedeok-Gu's Act of No.296, Beop dong was divided into Beop 1 dong

and Beop 2 dong, and Daedeok-Gu had eleven administrative dongs.

According to the Ordinance of Article 271 and 372 of Daedeok-Gu, seokbong-Dong

within the jurisdiction of the Sintanjin-Dong Office is renamed as Sintajin-Dong

According to the Presidential decree of Article 16503 which was proclaimed on August
6 of 1999, part of Yongjeon-Dong of Dong-Gu was incoporated into Jungni-Dong of
Daedeok-Gu.

According to the Ordinance of Article 469 of Daedeok-Gu which was proclaimed on
December 31 of 1999, part of Jungni-Dong was incoporated into Ojeong-Dong.

According to the Ordinance of Article 574 of Daejeon Metropolitan City which was
proclaimed on January 16 of 2003, Hoedeok-1 dong is renamed as Hoedeok dong and
Hoedeok-2 dong is divided into Songchon dong and Birae dong.

We havel2 administrative dongs and 26 law regulated dongs in Daedeok-Gu
